David Catling gave a very interesting slide show on Bangladesh/West Bengal where he and his family lived for some years. Dorothy was at breakfast to support him and remind him of events whilst they were there! Bangladesh is one of the most populated countries in the world, it also has the biggest delta region, the longest beach and largest mangrove swamp. Rainfall is high with the country experiencing regular flooding with devastating results. When the Catlings lived there, there was no social network and very little infrastructure. It is a country of rivers and people. The people are friendly and hospitable, the rivers difficult to cross, the ferries often dangerously overcrowded. Many of the villages are dedicated to a specific craft like pot making. Tea is also grown in the high lying areas.

The railways are a very important means of transport across the country. 95% of the population is Muslim, they do however retain many of the non muslim customs as well.

Going back after being away for many years David noticed tremendous progress in the development of the country. David and Dorothy made many good friends whilst they lived there with whom they remain in close contact.
